	Mobile Library stopping area at Bell Farm requires the hard-standing to be raised with tarmac up to the level of the road to prevent water collecting, however, the work will not now be carried out in this financial year.

There have also been vehicles parked in this area over recent weeks which prevent parishioners viewing the notice board.  It was agreed that GW would approach Gay Blewett to discuss this issue.

	A shelter and hard-standing area is required at the school bus stop in The Lane, Wyboston.
A meeting has taken place with the Highways Agency, Road Safety Officer, a representative from the bus company, NW and Debbie Bailey. 

It was agreed that hard-standing would be provided by the Highways Agency and the provision of a shelter for the children waiting for the school bus would be the responsibility of the Parish Council.

	The problem of visibility at the bridge over South Brook was discussed and NW reported that the Council Structures Dept have confirmed that they have no problem with the trees being removed. However, further discussions are required as to the next steps to be taken. 

MY advised the meeting that he has been unable to establish the owners of the land on either side of the brook. 

It was agreed to ask the Parish Council at the next meeting on 2 March 2009 to request the Clerk to contact the Ivel Drainage Board to clear the area adjacent to the stream and road frontage.
It was agreed that NW will contact the Highways Agency regarding the overgrown shrubs and weeds between the walls of the bridge which are growing onto the carriageway.

NW also pointed out that the road is deteriorating badly but repairs are unlikely to be carried out until the Spring.

N. Beds a weight restriction zone and the Clerk was requested to confirm this in writing to the relevant authorities.
